CONSTITUTION
EDWARDS OFFICERS’ SPOUSES’ CLUB
EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE

ARTICLE I: NAME AND PURPOSE

Section 1: Name: The name of this organization shall be Edwards Officers’ Spouses’
Club. (Hereinafter referred to as Edwards OSC)

Section 2: Purpose: The purpose and objective of the Edwards OSC are to foster a high
degree of morale among its members and to promote the ideals of the
United States Air Force through welfare, charitable, social, educational and
recreational activities.

ARTICLE II: GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1: Authority: The authority for the creation of this private organization is Air
Force Instruction 34-223. All references within this Constitution and by-
laws are paragraphs of that Instruction. The organization shall operate on
Edwards AFB only with the written permission of the Installation
Commander or designee. Operation is contingent on compliance with
requirements and conditions of all applicable Air Force instructions and
directives. The organization is not a Non-Appropriated Fund
Instrumentality (NAFI) nor is it entitled to the privileges and immunities of
the United States Federal Government.

Section 2: Classification: The Edwards OSC is classified as an Official Private
Organization.
Section 3: Contractual Services: Contractual services provided to the OSC shall not be

denied on the basis of race, age, color, religion, marital status, ethnic group,
creed, national origin, gender, political affiliation, membership in labor
organizations or physical handicap. Moreover, all laws pertaining to
standards and requirements must be met. AFI 34-223, Sec C. Para 10. All
federal, state and local laws governing like civilian activities must be
complied with by the Edwards OSC.

Section 4: Liability: The members may be personally liable under the laws of the State
of California for organizational debt in the event the Edwards OSC closes and
there are not enough assets to cover all liabilities. Organizational closure is
insufficient to discharge liabilities.

No member may financially obligate the Edwards OSC without the express
consent of the OSC Executive Board and governing body.

Section 5: General Public: The Edwards OSC functions shall not be open to the general
public
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without prior approval, in writing, from the Installation Commander.

ARTICLE III: OFFICERS AND GOVERNING BODY

Section 1: Officers: Officers of the Edwards OSC shall be: Honorary, Elected and
Appointed and shall serve as members of the Executive Board.
A. Honorary
1) Spouse of the Commander, Air Force Flight Test Center, shall
be invited to be the Honorary President.
2) Spouse of the Vice Commander, Air Force Flight Test Center,
shall be invited to be the Honorary Vice President.
3) Spouse of the Commander, 95t Air Base Wing and spouse of
the Commander, 412th Test Wing shall be invited to be honorary Vice
Presidents. Other individuals may be asked to serve as advisors at
the discretion of the Honorary President. They shall be part of the
Advisory Group and cannot hold elected office.
B. Elected:
1) The elected officers shall be: President, Social Vice President,
Welfare Vice President, General Secretary, Social Treasurer and
Welfare Treasurer.
2) All elections are for a term of one year.
C. Appointed:
1) The appointed officer shall be the Parliamentarian.
2) Standing Committee Chairs shall be appointed by the President.
Section 2: Governing Body:
A. The Governing Body shall be the Board, which shall consist of the
Executive Council and the Standing Committee Chairs.
B. The Executive Council shall be comprised of elected officers and the
Advisory Group.
C. The Advisory Group shall include the Honorary Officers, Advisors and
Parliamentarian.
ARTICLE IV: MEMBERSHIP
Section 1: Categories: Membership in the Edwards OSC shall be voluntary and
classified as: Active, Associate, Courtesy and Honorary Lifetime
Membership.
Section 2: Eligibility: Eligibility requirements are set forth in the By-laws.
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Section 3: Discrimination: Any discrimination based on race, religion, creed, color, age,
ethnic group, National origin or gender is prohibited. AFI 34-223, SecC,
Para 10.2

Section 4: Hazing and Harassment: Physical or mental hazing or harassment as part of
initiation rites in the organization is prohibited. AFI 34-223, Sec C. Para 10.3

ARTICLE V: METHODS OF FINANCING

Section 1: Methods of Financing: Revenue to support this private organization’s
activities shall be derived from various fund raising events. These events
include such activities as Thrift Shop sales of used clothing and used
merchandise; occasional sales for fundraising purposes such as bake sales,
gift wrap, parking lot sales, 5K run/walk and other similar functions.

Section 2: Budget: The budget shall be divided into two (2) separate budgets.
A. The Social Operating Fund:

1) Shall be income from dues and internal ways and means projects,
and social fundraising projects specifically designated by the
Executive Board.

2) Shall be used to pay the expenses of the Edwards OSC general
operations.

3) Asa501(c) 4, classified as a “Social Welfare Organization,” the
EOSC shall be primarily engaged in community welfare. The IRS
determines this on a case by case basis, and it is based on full
year income vs. expenditures, not individual fundraisers.
Therefore, the EOSC will not spend more than 50% of our
income on social events for the membership,

B. The Welfare Fund:

1) Shall include income from donations, Thrift Shop profits, welfare
and scholarship savings accounts interest and fundraising
projects specifically designated by the Executive Board.

2) Shall be used for scholarships and philanthropic donations to
non-profit causes.

Section 3: Income: Shall not accrue to individual members except through wages and
salaries for employees or other payment for services rendered. AFI 34-223,
Sec C. Para 10.5.2.
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Section 4: Financial Statement: If gross annual revenues are $5000.00 or greater, this
organization shall submit an annual financial statement to Resource
Management Flight Chief unless the Base Commander requires more
frequent statements. AFI 34-223, Sec C. Para 10.7.3.

ARTICLE VI: ACTIVITIES

Section 1: Fund Raising Activities: The Officers’ Spouses’ Club shall conduct activities
only to achieve the purpose for which it is established. All Edwards OSC
fundraising activities shall be coordinated with 95t Force Support Squadron
and must be approved by the 95t Force Support Squadron Commander. The
Edwards OSC shall not engage in activities which compete with those of any
Services activity, Army and Air Force Exchange Services (AAFES) or Non-
Appropriated Funds (NAF) programs at Edwards AFB. Further, this
organization shall not solicit funds on base but may accept gifts and
donations (AFI 34-223 Sec C, Para 10.15.1.3). Frequent or continuous resale
activities by private organizations are restricted, with the exception of the
Edwards OSC’s operation of the Thrift Shop (AFI 34-223 Section C Para 10.9)

Section 2: Alcohol: This organization is strictly prohibited from selling alcoholic
beverages. AFI 34-223, Sec C, Para 10.11.

Section 3: This organization may not conduct games of chance, lotteries, raffles, or
other gambling type activities except as provided in paragraph 10.16. AFI
34-223 Sec C Para 10.15.2

ARTICLE VII: MEETINGS AND QUORUMS

Section 1: Types of Meetings: Meetings of Edwards OSC shall be held by the Executive
Council, Executive Board and General Membership.

Times and dates of meetings shall be established in the Standing Rules.

Section 2: Quorums: In order to conduct business, a quorum must be present. A
quorum for the Executive Council and Executive Board shall be a majority of
voting members. A quorum for general membership shall be thirty percent
of active members. This will include any absentee ballots.

Section 3: Parliamentary Authority: The Parliamentarian shall advise the Edwards OSC
on all matters of parliamentary procedure. Rules contained in the latest
revised edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall guide the Edwards OSC in all
cases where they do not conflict with the Constitution and By-laws of said
organization or a higher authority.

ARTICLE VIII: ADOPTION AND AMENDMENTS

Adoption: This Constitution shall be adopted upon recommendation of the
Executive Board, at a regular or special meeting of the General Membership,
provided procedure requirements set forth in Art. VIII, Sec. 2 have been met.

This Constitution may be amended upon recommendation of the Executive
Board at a regular or special meeting of the General Membership, provided
the following requirements have been met.

A. A written proposal by an active member to amend the Constitution shall
be presented to the Parliamentarian and approved by a majority vote of
the Executive Board.

B. The proposed adoption or amendment(s) shall be published and
distributed to the membership a minimum of 28 days prior to voting.
The proposed amendment(s) should state on its face the voting
procedure, date, time and place of the meeting.

C. The adoption or amendment(s) shall become part of this Constitution
when passed by a two-thirds vote of a General Membership quorum.

D. The adoption or amendment(s) to this Constitution shall be subject to
final review by the Installation Commander.

The Edwards OSC is required to undergo a biannual review by Services of its
Constitution, By-Laws, Standing Rules and other organizational documents.
TheEdwards OSC shall notify Services of the names and telephone numbers
of the current officers and update as changes occur.

ARTICLE IX: DISSOLUTION

Dissolution of Assets: In case of dissolution, funds remaining in the treasury
after satisfaction of any outstanding debts, liabilities or obligations may be
redistributed within the Command or used to support an on- or off -base
charity that reflects favorably on the Edwards OSC and the Air Force.

Procedure: In the event of dissolution, the Social and Welfare treasurers
shall be responsible for a complete financial accounting of assets, liabilities
and the disposition of residual assets in accordance with applicable Air
Force Regulation. A final financial report shall be sent to the Resource
Management Flight Chief, for review and inclusion in the Services file.

ARTICLE X: LIABILITY
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Section 1: If an individual member obligates the OSC, the obligation should be for the
sole use and benefit of the OSC and have the approval of the Executive
Board. If such benefit is solely for the benefit of the individual member, they
(the member) will be held liable.

Section 2: No written or oral agreement shall be entered into the name of the Edwards
0SC without prior consent of the Edwards OSC Board. All Contracts will be
signed by the appropriate Edwards OSC board member and co-signed by the
Edwards OSC President.

Section 3: The members may be personally liable under the laws of the State of
California for organizational debt in the event the Edwards OSC closes and
there are not enough assets to cover all liabilities. Organizational closure is
insufficient to discharge liabilities.

Section 4: The Edwards OSC shall buy and maintain adequate insurance coverage for
the club activities and special events unless waived by Mission Support
Group Commander. If insurance is waived for general club activities, any
special activities which may increase the risk factor shall be coordinated
with the Chief of Services to determine if insurance is needed.

710.15.2. POs may not conduct games of chance, lotteries, raffles, or other gambling-type activities
except as provided in paragraph 10.16. Unofficial activities/organizations may not conduct
games of chance, lotteries, raffles, or other gambling-type activities under any circumstances.

10.16. Those POs which are composed primarily of DoD personnel or their family members may
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conduct fund-raising raffles on an Air Force installation on an occasional, infrequent basis when
authorized in advance by the installation commander or designee subject to the limitations detailed
below. Such raffles provide a means of extending needed services or other assistance to members of
the DOD family, but failure to strictly follow the provisions below could result in the raffles violating
the general gambling prohibition in DoD 5500.7-R, Joint Ethics Regulation (JER), 30 Aug 93. All
requests to conduct raffles must be reviewed by the servicing Judge Advocate's office. Raffles must:
10.16.1. Not violate the law of the city, county, state, or country in which the installation is
located and comply with any applicable requirements of such laws, e.g., securing required licenses
or permits, filing application documents and/or reports, and the like.
10.16.2. Be for the benefit of DoD personnel or their family members. Raffles may not be
authorized to raise money for local or national groups such as a regional or national Heart or
Cancer Association whose funds would not benefit primarily DoD personnel or their family
members.
10.16.2.1. In evaluating PO raffle fund-raising requests, installation commanders must consider
the proposed use of the proceeds and may approve only those requests which serve a
charitable, civic, or other community welfare purpose within the DoD community and which
directly benefit DoD personnel or their family members. For example, commanders may
approve raffles when the proceeds would be used for new playground equipment at a child

development center or new furnishings at a youth center; to fund scholarship programs for
DoD personnel and their family members; to donate money to base scouting organizations; or
to provide food, clothing, shelter, or other relief to needy DoD personnel or their families.
10.16.2.2. Raffle requests to raise funds for purely social, recreational, or entertainment purposes
which benefit only individual PO members and/or their family members, such as to
underwrite the cost of a weekend ski trip, a sight-seeing tour, or a shopping excursion will not
be approved.
10.16.2.3. Requests for approval to conduct raffles must identify the purpose for which funds
are being raised and the intended beneficiaries of the proceeds. They must also identify how
the PO will ensure the proceeds are used only for that purpose and those beneficiaries.
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
